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My brothers and sisters in Christ, as we prepare ourselves for our Lordôs Nativity, I would like to share with 

you the pastoral message from His Eminence Metropolitan ALEXIOS on the beginning of the Advent fast. 

 

 

HIS EMINENCE METROPOLITAN ALEXIOSô MESSAGE ON ADVENT 

ñArise, shine; For your light has come! And the glory of the LORD is risen upon youò  

Isaiah 60:1 

 

 As we begin the blessed season of the Nativity Fast or Advent, the beginning of our preparation for the 

Birth of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, the Logos (Word) of God, it seems as if the entire universe is join-

ing us in preparing for this miraculous and momentous event.  

 Every year it seems that we see wonderful Christmas decorations earlier and earlier, as businesses try to 

attract customers, and people are already planning elaborate parties to celebrate the season. For many of us, the 

day after Thanksgiving marks the beginning of the season dedicated to shopping for gifts. And the list goes on. 

Of course, none of these things is inherently wrong o r bad. However as Christians, we must ask ourselves the 

question: Is this really celebrating the Birth of our Lord?  

 If we are honest with ourselves, the answer to such questions for true Christians must be, "No," because 

the Fathers have told us that we should prepare ourselves in a spiritual way, with prayer and fasting and alms-

giving to truly celebrate our Lord`s Nativity, the Feast Day of Christmas.  

 Sometimes our gift-giving becomes the center of the season and even our generosity and desire to cele-

brate the season can lead to a focus on materialism and away from the true meaning of the Birth of our Savior. 

Yet if we take a moment to reflect, we realize that most gifts are soon forgotten, and also that giving is a good 

thing which should not be confined only to relatives and friends. 

 This year I encourage you to use the tools that our Church has provided for us: worship, prayer, fasting 

and charity to help us prepare ourselves to receive our King as He comes to us as a little baby. 

 The message of the angels continues to remind us as people of faith to ñnot be afraidò for ñnothing is 

impossible with God.ò (Luke 1:30, 37). Indeed, despite the problems and adversities of the times we are in, and 

the very real difficulties that we face, we are not afraid because of our faith that God is with us. 

 

 
On Saturday, December 12, and Sunday, December 13, we will once again welcome Fr. Grig-

orios Tatsis to our community. As many of you know, Fr. Grigorios is the Ierokyrix, or trav-

eling preacher and confessor, of the Metropolis of Atlanta. 

 

On Saturday, December 12 Fr. Grigorios will be at the church to hear confessions.  

If you would like to receive this most important Sacrament of our Holy Orthodox Church, please 

call the church office to schedule a time to meet with him.

 This saint, famed throughout the entire world, was the only son of his eminent and wealthy 

parents, Theophanes and Nona, citizens of Patara in Lycia. They dedicated to God the only son He 

gave them. St. Nicholas was instructed in the spiritual life by his uncle, Nicholas, Bishop of Patara, 

and became a monk at New Sion, a monastery founded by his uncle. On the death of his parents, 

Nicholas distributed all the property he inherited to the poor and kept nothing back for himself. As 

a priest n Patara, he was known for his charitable works, fulfilling the Lord's words: "Let now your 

left hand know what the right hand is doing" (Matthew 6:3). When he embraced a life of solitude 

and silence, thinking to live in that way until his death, a voice from on high came to him:  

"Nicholas, set about your work among the people if you desire to receive a crown from Me." Imme-

diately after that, by God's wondrous providence, he was chosen as archbishop of the city of Myra 

in Lycia. Merciful, wise and fearless, Nicholas was a true shepherd to his flock. He was cast into 

prison during the persecutions of Diocletian and Maximian, but even there continued to instruct the 

people in the Law of God. He was present at the First Ecumenical Council in Nicaea in 325, and, in 

his zeal, struck Arius with his hand. For this act, he was removed form the Council and from his 

Episcopal duties, until some of the chief hierarchs had a vision of our Lord Christ and His most 

holy Mother showing their sympathy with Nicholas.  

This wonderful saint was a defender of the truth of God, and was ever a spirited champion of 

justice among the people. On two occasions, he saved three men from undeserved sentences of 

death. Merciful, trustworthy and loving right, he walked among the people like an angel of God. 

People considered him a saint even during his lifetime, and invoked his aid when in torment or dis-

tress. He would appear both in dreams and in reality to those who called upon him for help, re-

sponding speedily to them, whether close at hand or far away. His face would shine with light as 

Moses' did, and his mere presence among people would bring solace, peace, and goodwill. In old 

age, he sickened of a slight illness, and went to his rest in the Lord after a life full of labor and fruit-

ful toil. He now enjoys eternal happiness in the Kingdom of heaven, continuing to help the faithful 

on earth by his miracles, and to spread the glory of God. He entered into rest on December 6, 343.
