My brothers and sisters in Christ,  

 

This month we will begin our 2010 Stewardship campaign.  The theme of our Stewardship campaign is 

ñCome and See,ò a quote from the Gospel of St. John (1:46).  This quotation describes the calling of the 

Apostles Philip and Nathanael.  When Christ calls Philip to follow Him, Philip runs to Nathanael to an-

nounce that the Messiah has come.  Nathanael asks Philip, ñCan anything good come out of Nazareth?ò and 

Philipôs response is simply to say, ñCome and See.ò  This response is simple, but it is also powerful.  Na-

thanael is given the opportunity to encounter the Living God.  Because Jesus Christ was on earth, Nathanael 

had the opportunity to approach Him and to see Him in the flesh.  Upon meeting Him, Nathanael exclaims, 

ñRabbi, You are the Son of God!  You are the King of Israel!ò   

 

The Calling of Stewardship 

 

Many times, the word ñstewardshipò has a negative connotation.  But this is actually the furthest thing from 

the truth.  Stewardship is your invitation to participate in the ministry of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ 

here on earth.  It is your opportunity to make a difference in the lives of others.  When we give of ourselves 

to Jesus Christ and His Holy Church, we are making the best kind of investment:  an investment in the sal-

vation of our fellow human beings.  Being a Steward of the Church means that you are invested in the mis-

sion of the Church.  And being invested in the mission of the Church means that you are supporting God. 

 

 

The Need for True Stewardship 

 

In the past, many Greek Orthodox Churches functioned on a system of dues.  Once such example would be 

that each person in the church pay $250 to be a member.  In my opinion, there can be nothing more damag-

ing to the spiritual life of a Church than to have a system of dues.  First, a system of dues gives the impres-

sion that there is a limit to how much you can offer to God.  Second, a system of dues gives the impression 

that you are purchasing a membership.  Throughout the entire bible, there is no mention of dues.  This is 

why our parish does not operate under a system of dues any longer.  We are practicing True Stewardship. 

 

True Stewardship is your Free-Will, Sacrificial Offering of your First Fruits to Jesus Christ and His 

Holy Church. 

 

The bible speaks frequently about offering your first and best fruits to back to God.  First fruits was a Jew-

ish feast held in the early spring at the beginning of the grain harvest.  First fruits was a time of thanksgiv-

ing for Godôs blessings.  Leviticus 23:9-14 institutes the first fruits offering.  First fruits is also mentioned 

in the New Testament.  St. Paul says, ñBut now Christ is risen form the dead, and has become the first fruits 

of those who have fallen asleepò (1 Cor. 15:20).  This means that Jesus Christ Himself was an offering to 

God on behalf of all of mankind!  Since Jesus offered Himself as a sacrifice for us, how can we not strive to 

offer our best sacrifice back to God? 
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From the desk of Fr. Matthew  (Continued)  
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Your Life Changing Commitment  

 

Once you make the conscious choice to abandon the system of dues and embrace True Stewardship, your life will 

experience change.  This change comes about by putting priority on giving to God in abundance rather than giving 

to God out of inadequacy.  Giving to God in abundance is different for each one of us.  Jesus tells us in the Gospel 

of St. Luke, ñFor everyone to whom much is given, from him much will be required.ò  If the Lord has blessed you 

and your family with abundance, then your Stewardship should be reflective of this abundance.  If, however, you 

and your family are having financial struggles, then an appropriate offering to God based on this will also be re-

warded.  Jesus tells us this in the Gospel of St. Luke chapter 21: ñAnd He looked up and saw the rich putting their 

gifts into the treasury, and He saw also a certain poor widow putting in two mites.  So He said, óTruly I say to you 

that this poor widow has put in more than all; for all these out of their abundance have put in offerings for God, but 

she out of her poverty put in all the livelihood that she hadò (21:1-4). 

 

Our Parishôs Need for True Stewardship  

 

Here at St. Nicholas Greek Orthodox Church in Wilmington, North Carolina, we are in need of a system of True 

Stewardship.  Currently, we have 134 pledging individuals and families for a total offering of $152,387.  Our oper-

ating budget is $182,584.  We have collected $121,975.  This means that we are $60,000 short for the 2009 fis-

cal year.  Here are some more of our current stewardship statistics: 

 

58 out of 134 pledges are $500 or less 
43 out of 134 pledges are $1,000 or less 

 This equals to 101 out of 134 pledges;  75% of all of our pledges. 
18 out of 134 pledges are $2,000 or less 
8 out of 134 pledges are $5,000 or less  
7 out of 134 pledges are $12,000 or less 

 

Conclusion 

 

My brothers and sisters in Christ, if we all make a conscious effort to adopt True Stewardship, we will see a lot of 

good things happening in our Church.  The most important element in a successful stewardship campaign is YOU! 

 

2010 Stewardship Cards will be mailed to every family this month.  Please return all stewardship cards on or 

before Sunday, November 15.  We will offer them to God with a prayer before the Holy Altar during the Divine 

Liturgy.  It is vitally important to the planning of our ministry programs that you adhere to this deadline and offer 

to God your Free-Will, Sacrificial Offering of Your First Fruits to Jesus Christ and His Holy Church.
